Methodological Note

The “Thinking Portland” briefing on Gaza Reconstruction Plans is a 
comprehensive review of all available plans relating to Gaza. The full list, set out 
in full in this annexe, was not limited, regardless of origin, in order to fully map 
the landscape of reconstruction currently circulating. Proposals were included if 
they: engage substantively with material reconstruction in Gaza; have sufficient 
technical, spatial, or programmatic detail to enable sectoral comparison; and 
were either produced since October 2023 or if earlier remain structurally 
relevant to contemporary reconstruction debates and continue to shape policy 
in current conversations. This analysis contains known plans up until May 2026, 
several of which continue to evolve, as do political and access conditions that 
impact feasibility and implementation assumptions. The work is comparative 
and descriptive rather than predictive: it maps competing reconstruction logics 
and their material sector pathways but does not model costs, timelines, or 
implementation probability.

To enable structured comparison, the plans were grouped according to 
authorship and institutional origin, though that does not imply uniformity on 
the material dimensions of reconstruction within the four categories.

Multilateral and International Institutional Authorship

Proposals of UN agencies or internationally-recognised policy institutions, 
typically emphasising early recovery, institutional coordination, and sector-
based programming.

Professional–Technocratic Coalitions

Plans by coalitions of planners, architects, economists, policy consultants, or 
private sector actors, which tend to emphasise spatial redesign, economic 
restructuring, infrastructure modernisation, or catalytic development strategies.

Palestinian-Led Authorship

These proposals originate from Palestinian institutions, civil society groups, 
municipal entities, or policy thinkers. They frequently prioritise local institutional 
recovery, service restoration, and community-based rebuilding.

State and Regional Bloc Authorship

These are produced by state actors, regional blocs, foreign policy institutes, or 
politically affiliated policy centres and generally integrate reconstruction with 
broader regional, security, or diplomatic frameworks.
